Rules & Regulations 
• The competition is open in 6 countries, including Thailand, Philippines, Singapore, Malaysia, Indonesia, and 

Vietnam. The contestants must be residents of the mentioned countries, and meet the age criteria.  

• A band must have at least 3 members and at most 8 members, forming a standard rock & pop band 

consisting of a vocalist, guitarist(s), bassist, drummer and/or keyboards. 

• A participant (either a soloist or a member of a band) can only be registered with one band in the 

competition. Any participant who is registered with more than one band will disqualify both the participant 

and the bands with whom they are registered. 

• Soloists can only enter the competition in one of these instruments: guitar, bass, drums, keyboards or vocals.   

• This is a competition for amateur soloists and bands. Therefore, soloists and bands that have produced albums 

for sales prior to this competition, or consist of members who are professional musicians, music trainers, or 

equivalents will not be eligible for the competition.  

• Song choice: BAND: 
o One song to be performed from the song list, as published on the website. The band must arrange a 

cover version of a song selected from the song list. A lead vocal part is compulsory. 
o The song submitted for the preliminary round must be the same song and similar arrangement used 

for the national finals.  

• Song choice: SOLO: 
o One song to be performed from the examination song list. The soloist must use the backing track 

provided in the Trinity Rock & Pop syllabus.  

• Evaluation of all entries are set out in the criteria document on the website. 

• The judges’ decisions are final. The Organizing Committee will not entertain any discussion with contestants or 

their representatives regarding the selection process 

• The submitted video entries and live recordings of the participants are the property of the organisers, who 

reserves the right to use the contents for public viewing and publishing, both digital and analog.  

• All participants and accompanying personnel are expected to conduct themselves in a professional way. The 

event organisers reserve the right to disqualify any participant/s deemed to have adversely affect the proper 

running of the competition.

Video Clip - BAND: Perform ONE song (lyrics must be in English) from the approved song-list on the Trinity website. 

The song should be a cover version of the original or arrangement to fit the number of band members. 

The length of the video clip must not exceed 5 minutes, and filmed in a way that it shows all members 

of the band.  

- SOLO: Soloists are to perform a song selected from the approved song-list, using the official Trinity Rock 

& Pop exam syllabus backing track. The backing track must not contain the solo part.  

- The video and audio must be in good quality.

A completed application form with the signature of the band leader (or guardian) who are above 21 years 

old. In case of email application, the scanned document must be in a PDF format and of good quality.

• Attach a short introduction of yourself or your band (roughly 50 words) 

• Save the video clip in MP4 format in a CD, SD card or DVD.
